Annual Report

Nunavik Marine Region Planning Commission
This annual report of the Nunavik Marine Region Planning Commission (NMRPC) covers the period from April 1, 2009 to March 31, 2010 and outlines the activities of the NMRPC during this period in fulfillment of its mandate as set out in Article 6 of the Nunavik Inuit Land Claims Agreement (NILCA). 

This report also serves as the Annual Activity Report that is required to be submitted by the NMRPC pursuant to sub-section 1.2 of Annex C of the Funding Arrangement for Nunavik Marine Region Planning Commission Operations and Maintenance for 2009-2010 signed between Her Majesty the Queen in Right of Canada and the NMRPC.
ESTABLISHMENT OF THE NMRPC
The NMRPC is an institution of public government that was established pursuant to the provisions of the Agreement Between the Nunavik Inuit and Her Majesty the Queen in Right of Canada, also known as the Nunavik Inuit Land Claims Agreement (NILCA), which was signed by the respective parties on December 1, 2006. 
The mandate for the NMRPC is set out under Article 6 of the NILCA, which specifies that the NMRPC is to become the main instrument of land use planning in the Nunavik Marine Region. 

The provisions of the NILCA, including the establishment of the NMRPC with the capacity, rights, powers and privileges of a natural person, were given effect by the Nunavik Inuit Land Claims Agreement Act and came into force, by Order of the Government of Canada, on February 14, 2008. 

However, the NMRPC only became operationally effective after: the members of the Commission had been duly nominated by the Government of Canada, the Nunavut Government and Makivik Corporation; the nominated members had been officially appointed to their positions by the Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern Development; and, the initial meeting of the members of the Commission had been held, which took place in Montreal on December 16, 2009.
MANDATE

As noted above, the mandate for the Nunavik Marine Region Planning Commission is set out in Article 6 of the Nunavik Inuit Land Claims Agreement. In particular, the role and responsibilities of the NMRPC are set out in sections 6.4.1 and 6.4.4 of the Agreement as follows:
6.4.1 
The NMRPC is hereby established as an institution of public government with the major responsibilities to:


(a) 
establish broad planning policies, objectives and goals for the NMR in conjunction with Government;


(b)
 develop, consistent with other provisions of this Article, land use plans that guide and direct resource use and development in the NMR; and


(c) 
generally, fulfill the objectives of the Agreement in the manner described, and in accordance with the general principles mentioned in section 6.2.1, as well as such additional functions as may be agreed upon from time to time by Government and the MDO.

6.4.4 
Consistent with the Agreement, the NMRPC shall:


(a) 
identify planning regions;


(b) 
identify specific planning objectives, goals and variables that apply to planning regions and are consistent with the broader objectives and goals;


(c) 
contribute to the development and review of Arctic marine policy;


(d) 
disseminate information and data;


(e) 
solicit opinions from municipalities, residents and others about planning objectives, goals and options of the region;


(f) 
prepare and circulate draft land use plans;


(g) 
promote public awareness and discussion and conduct public hearings and debate throughout the planning process;


(h) 
recommend plans to the Ministers;


(i) 
consider modifications requested by the Ministers in the event that a draft plan is rejected;


(j) 
consider amendments to a land use plan in accordance with Part 6;


(k) 
determine whether a project proposal is in conformity with a land use plan;


(l) 
monitor projects to ensure that they are in conformity with land use plans; and


(m) report annually to the Ministers and the MDO on the implementation of land use plans.

MEMBERSHIP OF THE NMRPC
As provided for under section 6.4.5 of the NILCA, the membership of the NMRPC is to consist of an equal number of members between those that are recommended by Government and those that are nominated by Makivik Corporation plus a Chairperson who is to be jointly nominated by the other members. The Chairperson is the fifth member of the NMRPC and, after nomination by the other members must be appointed by the Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern Development.

In addition, the reciprocal arrangements between the Nunavik Inuit and the Crees of Eeyou Istchee that are set out in Article 28 provide that, if the NILCA comes into force before the Cree offshore agreement comes into force, (which it did) the Crees shall nominate members equal in number to those nominated by the Nunavik Inuit. The provisions of Article 28 provide that a Cree member will replace one of the Inuit members for voting purposes when decisions or recommendations are made by the NMRPC in relation to the “Joint Zone”. The boundaries of the Joint Inuit/Cree Zone (or “Joint Zone”) are described in Schedule 2a of the Cree/Inuit Offshore Overlap Agreement that is appended as Schedule 28-1 of the NILCA.
At the time of the initial meeting of the NMRPC, the membership of the Commission consisted of the following members who had been duly appointed by the Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern Development:

INITIAL MEETING OF THE NMRPC
As provided for under Activity Sheet #6-1 of the NILCA Implementation Plan, the first meeting of the NMRPC was facilitated by the staff of the DIAND Implementation Management Directorate. 
In addition, in preparing for the initial meeting of the NMRPC it was recognized that Activity Sheet #6-2 of the NILCA Implementation Plan assumed that the office space and administrative staff of the NMRPC and the NMRIRB would be shared and co-located in the community in Nunavik where their joint headquarters would be located. As a result, the DIAND Implementation Management Directorate proposed that the initial meeting of the NMRPC would be held as a joint meeting with the initial meeting of the NMRIRB.

This joint meeting of the NMRPC and NMRIRB members was held in Montreal on December 16, 2009 and included the following activities that were undertaken and decisions that were made in relation to the NMRPC. 
· Before entering upon their duties, each of the members of the NMRPC who attended the initial meeting took the oath of office set out in Schedule 5-1 of the NILCA before an officer authorized by law to administer oaths. 
· As it was expected by the members to be several weeks or months before a permanent Chairperson would be appointed by the Minister, as provided under 6.4.10 of NILCA, it was agreed that one of the members would be appointed, by resolution, as interim Chairperson to preside over NMRPC meetings during this interim period and to carry out the duties that would otherwise be carried out by the permanent Chairperson. Henry Alayco was appointed by the members to serve as the interim Chairperson.

· Philip Awashish was appointed as Vice Chairperson to preside over meetings of the NMRPC in the absence or disability of the Chairperson.
· The nomination of a Permanent Chairperson was considered by members but it was agreed that members needed further time to consider this question.

· The members reviewed and approved a set of general by-laws that had been prepared for their consideration. The by-laws were approved by the members, by resolution, as the NMRPC General By-Law (By-Law Number 1).
· Section 6.4.2 of the NILCA specifies that the “head office of the NMRPC shall be in Nunavik”. The members discussed various communities in Nunavik for this purpose and tentatively selected Kuujjuaq as the preferred location subject to discussions with the Northern Village of Kuujjuaq and finding suitable office accommodation for the co-located NMRPC/NMRIRB offices.

· The members discussed banking options and selected Desjardins for the provision of financial services. In this regard, the members adopted, by resolution, a by-law entitled By-Law Governing Borrowing Operations and Securities of the Legal Person (By-Law Number 2).

· The members discussed the provision of audit services and appointed, by resolution, the firm of Pratte Bélanger & Associés to be the auditors of the NMRPC for the period commencing on April 1, 2009 and ending on March 31, 2010 and to hold office until the next Annual General Meeting of the members.
· The members reviewed and approved a draft budget that had been prepared for their consideration and approved, by resolution, the NMRPC Budget for Fiscal Year 2009-2010.

· The members reviewed the Funding Arrangement for Nunavik Marine Region Planning Commission Operations and Maintenance for 2009-2010 proposed to be signed between Her Majesty the Queen in Right of Canada and the NMRPC and gave the interim Chairperson the authority to sign the draft agreement on behalf of the NMRPC.
· The members noted that the NMRPC staff and offices are to be shared and co-located with the NMRIRB and that decisions in these areas need to be jointly agreed to by the two institutions of public government. The NMRPC members agreed that job descriptions should be prepared and that recruitment efforts should be commenced as soon as possible, in cooperation with the members of the NMRIRB, for hiring a Regional Planner and an Administrative Assistant.
· The members agreed that there was an interim or transitional period that would occur after the initial meeting of the members had taken place but before the professional staff would be recruited and have the opportunity to begin working at the NMRPC head office. As a result, the members gave the interim Chairperson the authority to make arrangements for interim secretariat services to be provided during this interim period. 
ACTIVITIES FOLLOWING THE INITIAL MEETING OF THE NMRPC
Pursuant to the decisions that were made and the instructions that were given by the members of the NMRPC at their initial meeting, the following activities were undertaken over the next several weeks.
· The NMRPC chairperson signed a services contract with Makivik Corporation for the provision of interim bookkeeping/accounting and for the services of Stas Olpinski and Miyuki Matsushita and, as well, signed a consulting contract with Don Axford for the provision of his services. These initial contractual agreements for interim secretariat services terminated on March 31, 2010.

· Arrangements were made for the Oath of Office to be administered to Alan Penn as a member of the NMRPC as he was not present at the initial meeting of the NMRPC.
· Appropriate documents were filed with the Registraire des entreprises Quebec to register the NMRPC as a Quebec enterprise and the resulting Numéro d’entreprise du Québec (NEC), was sent to Desjardins so that bank accounts could be opened.

· The NMRPC bank account was opened at Desjardins and cheques were delivered to the Interim Secretariat (at Makivik). 
· A letter was sent by the interim Chairperson requesting a quote for audit services from Pratte Bélanger for the 2009-2010 fiscal year of operation of the NMRPC. Pratte Bélanger replied with a cost quote and, after discussion with other members, the interim Chairperson signed and returned the audit engagement letter. 
· Stas Olpinski held discussions with Makivik Corporation about the availability of renting a two-bedroom apartment in Kuujjuaq and it was determined that an apartment was currently available.

· Discussions were held with Makivik Corporation about the availability of office space and it was determined that space would be available in the near future that could be rented from Makivik Corporation for the operations of the NMRPC/NMRIRB in Kuujjuaq.
· The Funding Arrangements for NMRPC Operations and Maintenance for 2009-2010 was signed by the Interim Chairperson. The signed agreement was then forwarded to INAC finance. Payments for FY 2009-2010 were deposited in the NMRPC bank account.
· Draft job descriptions were prepared for the two positions being recruited and a suggested approach to be taken with regard to advertising for these positions was developed. 
SECOND MEETING OF THE NMRPC

This second meeting of the members of the NMRPC was held in Kuujjuaq on February 16-17, 2010, which was also a joint meeting with the members of the NMRIRB. At this meeting the following decisions were made in relation to the operations of the NMRPC, which were then implemented to the extent possible during the remainder of the fiscal year by the interim support secretariat.  

· After discussion, it was agreed by the unanimous vote of the members that Henry Alayco, the elected interim Chairperson for the NMRPC, should be nominated to serve as the permanent Chairperson of the NMRPC. Accordingly, it was further agreed that a letter to this effect should be sent to the Minister of Indian Affairs and Northern Development. The letter was subsequently sent by the interim Chairperson.
· With respect to the location of the head office of the NMRPC, the members noted that it had been confirmed that suitable office space was available in Kuujjuaq and that one or more potential housing units also appeared to be available in Kuujjuaq for staff that might be recruited from outside Kuujjuaq. With these considerations being answered to the satisfaction of the members, it was agreed that Kuujjuaq would be the location of the head office of the NMRPC and this was confirmed, by resolution, by the members.
-
With respect to office space, it was noted that the office space that would be available for the use of the NMRPC/NMRIRB would be in the form of two ATCO type trailers located just down the hill from the Makivik Head Office. The trailers would be leased to the NMRPC/NMRIRB by Makivik Corporation at a price per square foot to be negotiated, which would reflect the standard rates for leasing office space in Nunavik. The members toured the proposed office space and agreed that it would be suitable for the joint offices of the NMRPC/NMRIRB.

· It was agreed by the members that the interim Chairperson, with the assistance of Stas Olpinski, would finalize the proposed leasing arrangements and bring a draft contract in this regard to the members for their approval.
· The draft job descriptions for the two positions being recruited and the suggested approach to be taken with regard to advertising positions were reviewed and approved by the members. It was agreed that the two positions would be posted by various means in Nunavik and on specialized web sites listing positions for land use planners.
· The members noted that the amount of the honoraria to be paid to members of bodies established by Canada is regulated by Guidelines issued by the Privy Council Office and that these rates are followed by institutions of public government established under comprehensive land claims agreements. The members confirmed the per diem rates to be used by the Interim Secretariat to reimburse members for participating in conference calls and for attending meetings. The members also agreed on the amount of time allocated to travel, meeting time, and time for preparation/follow-up.
· It was also noted that the amount of the travel allowances that are paid to members of institutions of public government established under comprehensive land claims agreements is set according to a Travel Directive issued every six months by the Treasury Board. The members confirmed the travel allowance rates to be used by the Interim Secretariat to reimburse members and noted that the rates would be adjusted on April 1, 2010.

· The members decided to have a logo contest for designing separate logos for each of the NMRPC and NMRIRB. Each contest was to have a prize of $500. It was further decided that information about the contests would be distributed to schools in Nunavik and through Makivik News.

· A draft budget and workplan for FY 2010-2011 was reviewed and approved by the members of the NMRPC. The interim Chairperson then submitted the approved documents to INAC for approval as required under section 6.4.3 of the NILCA. Draft Funding Arrangements for NMRPC Operations and Maintenance for 2010-2011 were then prepared by INAC and sent to the Interim Chairperson for signature. The signed agreement was returned to INAC and finalized so that funding could flow to the NMRPC as soon as possible after April 1, 2010.
-
The budget for the NMRPC provides for the purchase of a vehicle to be used in support of the operations of the joint NMRPC/NMRIRB office. The members of the NMRPC and NMRIRB agreed that the vehicle would need to be purchased and shipped to Kuujjuaq and that arrangements would need to be made in time to ship the vehicle on the 2010 sea lift. The members agreed that a vehicle similar to the Toyota Tundra that is used by the Kuujjuaq Research Centre would be an appropriate choice for such a vehicle and asked Stas Olpinski to get a quote from Spinelli Toyota in Pointe Claire.
